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Most active duty personnel know that military tuition assistance is available, but they forget that it is a form of financial aid.  
Financial aid is designed to help students and families pay for the difference between what they are expected to contribute to 
the price of education and the actual price of that education.  Almost 85% of all student aid comes directly from the federal and 
state governments or the school themselves using the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). 

The FAFSA form (www.fafsa.ed.gov/index.htm) is used to determine the amount of money a family is expected to contribute 
to the price of attending a postsecondary institution.  The FAFSA is the federal application for financial aid, but it is also used to 
apply for aid from other sources, such as your state or school.  The results of the FAFSA are used to determine student grants, 
work study, and loan amounts.  This should be one of the first items a prospective student completes when starting their educa-
tion. 

Marines and Sailors can use other forms of financial aid in addition to military TA.  If other financial aid is awarded, such as 
scholarships and grants, it can be used to pay for books and other supplies not covered by military TA.  A student should ex-
haust all mean of FREE aid before they start to use their MGIB or before they apply for student loans. 

Be wary of any financial aid search company that charges a fee to match students with sources of financial aid.  There are no 
guarantees that the company will find any sources of financial aid that you can’t find yourself – and there is no guarantee of re-
ceiving funds!  View The Guide to Federal Student Aid at www.studentaid.ed.gov/students/publications for more information 
on how to receive FREE funding for college study.
